GEOMETRY VOCAB – Chap. 2
1) Congruent: Having EQUAL measure.  (Applies to segments & angles).
2) Midpoint: A POINT that cuts a SEGMENT into 2 equal parts.
3) Mean: The AVERAGE of 2 or more numbers.  (Similar to your GPA).
4) Bisector: A RAY, LINE, or SEGMENT that cuts a segment into 2 equal parts.

5) Coordinate: The ADDRESS of a point on the number line.

6) Ordered Pair: The coordinates ( x,y ) of a point on a grid.  

7) Origin: The ZERO starting point.  (Found at the center).

8) Absolute Value: The DISTANCE from the origin.  (Always positive).

9) Quadrants: The 4 parts into which the coordinate plane is divided.
10) Theorem: A statement that can be PROVED using definitions or postulates.
